ROADSIDE MOWING

Roadside mowing will be contracted out. Anyone
having small trees and shrubs should have them
well marked as the Municipality will not be respon-
sible for any damage. Owners of vacant lots are
advised that it is their responsibility to maintain
weeds and excess grass under the Property
Standards Act.

LANDFILL

For larger amounts such as a garage clean out or
house renovations, refuse can be taken to the for-
mer landfill site but must be separated amongst
the various recycle bins and non recyclables. The
cost is dependant on weight but the minimum is
$20. Additional fees apply for larger items like fur-
niture and mattresses. Hazardous wastes are still
accepted at the site.

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Sump Pumps — Make the right connection!

A sump pump is a pump that is used to protect a basement from flooding and general moisture intrusion by removing
rainwater that infiltrates into the soil around the basement foundation.

The sump pit appears as a hole in the basement floor and is usually either a plastic
or concrete container buried into the ground so it can collect water from the
foundation drain.

When water reaches sump float switch it activates your sump pump. Water from
the sump pit is then pumped out and discharged through a pipe in the wall to an
outside location far enough from the foundation wall to prevent the discharged
water from re-entering your foundation drain. The water is then naturally absorbed
into the ground. If there is a storm sewer connection then the sump pit discharge
pipe may be directly connected to the storm system.

The Primary Role of the Building Department is to
promote public safety and assist development in
compliance with all applicable laws.

The Building Department is a multi-faceted depart-
ment with its major roles including enforcement of
the Ontario Building Code, Municipal by-laws, prop-
erty standards, zoning administration and source
water protection. The building department also
oversees septic and plumbing permits and the
required inspeciton services.. These roles ensure
compatibility and protection of adjacent land uses,
maintenance and sustainability of properties and
the quality of life for Central Huron residents and
visitors.

BUILDING PERMITS

A building Permit is your formal permission to begin
construction or demolition. It means that the
Municipality of Central Huron has approved plans
for a new structure, an addition, an alteration, a ren-
ovation or change of use of a structure.

Contact the Municipality of Central Huron if you are
unsure whether you require a permit for your proj-
ect. Even though your project may not require a
building permit, you must still comply with the
requirements of the Zoning By-Law and any other
applicable laws. It is the property owner’s responsi-
bility to ensure that a Building Permit is obtained
prior to any work starting, when required.
Approved Building Permit plans must comply with
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the Ontario Building Code, local zoning by-laws and
other applicable laws. Building permits regulate the
type or use of a structure allowed within the com-
munity and ensures that building standards are
met. The building permit process protects each
property owner'’s interests, as well as the communi-
ty at large and provides for the erection of safe,
legal and sound structures.

WHEN DO | NEED A BUILDING PERMIT?

All' new buildings, prefabricated buildings and
accessory buildings over 10 sq metres require a
permit. Repairs, alterations, renovations and addi-
tions to existing buildings need a permit.
Swimming pools, sewage systems, plumbing alter-
ations, mobile homes, temporary tents and struc-
tures need one as well. Demolitions also require a
permit.

HOW DO | GET A BUILDING PERMIT?

Applications are available at the town hall or on the
Central Huron website.

Submit your completed application and applicable
drawings to the building department. They will be
reviewed by the Chief Building Official and a permit
issued if your plans comply with building regula-
tions. You will need to set up building inspections
as per the instructions on your permit.

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The CNR School on Wheels Museum is a unique little museum located at 76 Victoria Terrance, Clinton,
Ontario in Sloman Memorial Park. It is a provincial treasure of historic, educational, and railway
significance. CNR School on Wheels Museum is part of the Northern Ontario's unique railcar school
system history which spanned from 1926-1967. In 1926, Clinton locals, teacher Fred Sloman and his
wife, Cela, set off on a new school railcar program, designed to bring education to remote northern
families. During this time period most northern children received little to no formal education.

A CNR railcar was changed into a classroom, with living quarters in the back to house the Slomans and
their 5 children. The school car was attached to a CN train. The train would take the school car to a
remote location and unhook it, leaving it behind for a week at a time before picking it up and taking it on
to the next location. Some students would travel many miles by canoe, dog team, or snowshoe for
classes. Mr. Sloman would teach any number of students of varying ages, then leave homework with
them until his return visit about a month later.

In 1982, the school car, damaged by fire and vandalism, was located by the Slomans who asked the
Town of Clinton to purchase it. The railcar arrived in Clinton that fall to its new home, in the Sloman Me-
morial Park, where it was restored to its original state through the efforts of dedicated volunteers.

and plants were in the ground, the group took turns watering and
weeding. By the end of summer they had harvested hundreds of
pounds of produce for area food banks. Another fine example of
youth making a difference in their community!
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A program to help local students create a business in the agri-food sector. The idea that they learn a
skill they can take into the rest of their life, be able to set up their own agri-business, build their re-
sumes, and most importantly...build their self confidence, while interacting with an intergenerational
. team! As they move into adulthood, they can become bee keepers for very little outlay. You don’t
need land, equipment or quota. In fact, the program will provide them with a hive and suit if they want
" tostart up their own bee yard. Students at all levels will be learning financial responsibility. From plan-
ning a budget at the outset for equipment and bees... to marketing/advertising costs, to sales and
profits. Retired volunteers mentored the students, providing step by step instruction.
I met with local farmers (including the Mayor and a Councillor), my OMAFRA Agriculture & Rural Eco-
nomic Development Advisor, local bee keepers, University of Guelph Honey Bee Research Centre &
Community Futures Huron to discuss the idea and formulate a plan. In order to allow as many
students as possible to participate, we came up with a list of activities:

-Construction students could build the hive boxes

-Anyone with interest can learn to take care of the bees

-Hospitality students can do the extracting/jarring...the food handling part of the process

-Comtech students to design labels, photograph the journey & make a marketing strategy

-Art students to create items using the wax and decorate the boxes before they go to the bee yard.

-Business students to work with budget, sales and inventory

-Finally... bringing the elementary students on board as the sales force. The younger students sell

various items throughout the year to raise money...so this seemed like the perfect group. They can
offer a local product to their customers that was possibly created by their older siblings, purchasers
know they are supporting both school levels with one purchase AND if the younger ones become
interested... they can be the next generation of bee keepers when they arrive in grade 9!

The activities didn’t happen quite as planned due to the
pandemic closing the schools. Instead, we had a wonderful
group of post secondary and high school student volunteers
that were very successful and they harvested almost 1000
pounds of honey!
